	   7.5 Historical Committee Report
	    - Mr. Graves was present stating more research and information needs to be included in the 
                    application to the PA State historic registrar for applying for a Keystone Grant in March 2021.  
                    This information is to determine eligibility. Rob Daniels is willing to help set up a meeting 
                    with the CCHPN for assistance on how to talk with architectural/engineering firms.  This will 
                    also help for any other types of historical grants for the Mode House.
    - Historical Ordinance is needed.  Mr. Graves and Ordinance committee will be working 
      on this together.
    - A new approach is needed on the second half of the Mode House, which is owned by 
      Arcelormittal. The local contact would like to help, but the corporate office overseas does   
      not think this is an issue they need to deal with.  President asked Mayor to compose a letter 
      to Senator Dinninman and other state representatives to help the Borough with this concern.
            - A surveyor will be at the Mode House on July 19 to make sure that the pointers are all 
       visual on the property lines.  This is needed for insurance purposes.
     -  President Daywalt stated that fundraising still going on for the Mode House/goats rental.

    -   PW employee Greg is working on quotes to get a new truck for the Borough.
    -  White truck passed inspection, green truck is next.
    -  Recycle truck needs two batteries and the air brake line repaired. PW Greg getting quotes 
       on the parts.  Once done and working properly, then Borough recycling can start back on   
       Wednesdays.  Eagle needs a 10-day notice of cancellation.
    -  President and VP stated that a Home Depot account is required for the PW/Streets 
       Dept.  Streets cannot continue using NAPA and Hatt’s only. Larger items are needed to
       help the PW employee work more efficiently on repairs to Borough property, streets, just 
       overall maintenance in the Borough and Borough Hall building.
    -  Finance Committee will meet in August to discuss this Home Depot account, total funds, 
       in addition, what items can be purchased at this time from the wish list.
